Registration  
Registration begins April 12th and requires payment 
in full (cash, check, or charge) for the first camp your 
child will be attending. A $40 deposit must be paid to 

reserve each additional week. Space is limited to 30

Cancellation Policy  
Cancellations with more than two weeks notice will 
be refunded, except for a $25 cancellation  fee. Can-
cellations with notice less than two weeks will not be 
refunded. 

Payment Details

one week in advance (i.e. payment for Week 2 is due on 
the Monday of Week 1). If payment is not received on 
time, a $15.00 late fee will be added to the balance due.

On Fridayôs a sack lunch is not 
needed as lunch will be provided by Little Caesarôs Pizza.

Summer Camp Permission and Release 

____Campers are expected to respect staff, guests and other campers.  Campers are also expected to respect the property and 

equipment at the Club and while on field trips.  Disruptive or disobedient behavior is not permitted.  If  your child fails to follow the 

rules as presented to them, they may be dismissed temporarily or permanently without refund from this and subsequent sessions.   

 

______I agree to permit the child named to participate in walking trips, field trips or other activities sponsored by the Boys & Girls 

Club.  This permission is given with the understanding that transportation, if needed, will be provided by the Boys & Girls Club by 

Club vehicle driven by Boys & Girls Club staff members.  I agree to provide a booster seat for my child if they are 8 years of age or 

younger, or shorter than 4’10”.  

 

______I also understand that the children will be under Club staff supervision throughout the duration of any field trip.  

 

______Knowing that there is a certain amount of risk involved in even the simplest of children’s games, sports and activities, I give 

permission for my child to participate in Club activities and programs.  I accept responsibility in the unlikely event that an accident 

might take place.  I hereby certify that I carry Health and/or Accident Insurance for my child and that I am solely responsible for the 

cost for healthcare for my child; even as a result of my child’s participation in Club programs or activities.   

 

______I agree that the Boys & Girls Clubs of Whatcom County, its employees (both paid and volunteer), Board of Directors and 

affiliated agencies, shall not be liable for any claims, demands, injuries, damages, actions or causes of action, whatsoever for any 

injury caused to me or to my child as a result of my child’s involvement in Boys & Girls Club programs or activities.  

 I hereby expressly forever relieve and discharge said Boys & Girls Clubs of Whatcom County from all acts of negligence on 

the part of the Boys & Girls Clubs of Whatcom County, its employees (both paid and volunteer), the corporation, its servants, agents, 

officers, shareholders and affiliated agencies.   

 

______I understand that payment of program fees is made on a session by session basis and that prepayment is required.  I agree to 

abide by the terms and conditions of the Boys & Girls Club Fee Policies.  A $15 late fee will be added to the balance due if complete 

payment is not received the Monday prior to the week your child is planning on attending.    

 

______If a camper leaves camp early due to illness, accident, schedule change, home sickness, behavior problems or other reasons 

there will be no refunds or prorated fees.  The same applies to late arrival or failure to attend.     

 

_____I understand that the hours of the Boys & Girls Club summer camp program are 8:00 am to 5:00 pm. I also understand that 

failure to pick my child up on time (5:00 pm) will result in a $1.00 a minute late pick-up charge that will need to be paid prior to my 

child returning to camp.    

PARENTAL AUTHORIZATON REGARDING CONSENT FOR  MEDICAL OR DENTAL CARE  
 
I/We the parents of the named member of the Boys & Girls Clubs of Whatcom County, hereby give my/our consent to his/her being 

given a physical exam or emergency treatment by a physician or hospital in case of an emergency, and to his/her participation in ac-

tivities sponsored by Boys & Girls Clubs. I/We assume all risks and hazards incident to such participation including transportation to 

and from the activity; and I/We do hereby waive, release, absolve, indemnify, and agree to hold harmless the Boys & Girls Clubs of 

Whatcom County, the organizers, sponsors, supervisors, participants and persons transporting my/our child to and from any claim 

arising out of injury to my/our child, whether the result of negligence or any other cause. Boys & Girls Clubs do not sanction or ap-

prove of Club volunteers participating with youth members outside the control of Club staff.
